	Lake Area Club Internet Access Agreement

	 

	The Lake Area ALANO Club ("LAC") is pleased to provide you with Internet access while visiting the Lake Area Club facility. To help you get the most out of the Wi-Fi, we encourage you to read this Internet Access Agreement. This is the agreement that describes our obligations to you, and your obligations to us. Don't register for or use the service if you don't want to use the service under these terms.


LAC agrees to:

· Provide you with internet access (Wi-Fi) as described in this agreement and provided by ATT services or other internet service provider if available within the LAC area.
· Provide limited Help When You Need It as described in this agreement 
If you experience technical problems, please remember that your access to the service depends on your PC and modem, telephone lines and their capacity and utilization, the servers, switches and routers that make up the Internet and any number of other factors. LAC does not control most of these factors and we will not guarantee that the service will be error-free or uninterrupted or that we'll be able to solve every problem you may experience. Occasionally there may be down time due to planned and unplanned internet outages. Please contact the Lake Area Club at www.lakeareaclub.com (send to webmaster) with your connection trouble and we will make a reasonable attempt to follow up on the outage and assist if we can. If unable to do so call the LAC (phone number) and leave a message with a brief description of the problem and we will follow up within reason on this issue. If there are problems and you feel that a refund (for a paid service) is in order send a letter to the LAC web site: www.lackeareclub.com and look for the webmaster contact for the proper e-mail. There are no professional  technical people available to assist you immediately. 
You agree to:
· Comply with the Billing Terms described in this agreement (not applicable at this time 06/15.2009)
· Comply with the Service Conditions described in this agreement 

· Comply with the Acceptable Use Policy applicable to use of the services
Billing Terms (not applicable on this document)

The original intent is to provide all Lake Area Club paid Members free access to the internet by means of a Wi-Fi format. Others visiting the club may purchase a temporary access by providing the club an access fee (donation to assist in the maintenance of the service)
Service Conditions
you must be at least 18 years old to subscribe to the service. You are responsible for your account and its use. Minors who access this service are assumed to have parental or guardian consent before accessing this service. If you give someone else access to your account, you are responsible for the other person's use of it. Only one person at a time may access your account.
Your account is not intended to be connected all of the time. LAC may disconnect your connection automatically after 20 minutes of inactivity. Simply log in again to re-establish a link. This is a security feature for your protection.
LAC will provide you with a user name, email address and/or other means of identification to use with the service, but we will change them if we need to. LAC reserves the right to monitor internet activity to maintain the performance and sanctity of the service for all users. LAC may suspend or cancel your account if you use it inappropriately or allow it to exceed its size limit (10 Megabytes). Your service connection may be lost for any number of reasons, such as server failures or disruption of service. You also need to remember that there is no guarantee of privacy on the Internet. Your usage may be intercepted and viewed by others. LAC will not guarantee the confidentiality or security of your data or damage to your data that may arise from using the service.

The Internet is a wonderful resource packed with useful information, but there are several other things you should understand about the Internet.

· Internet sites and use of the Internet might expose you or others who use your account to material that is unsuitable for children and objectionable to adults.

Acceptable Use Policy
In addition to the foregoing limitations, you agree and acknowledge that you may not use the service to engage in any illegal activities or in activities that are otherwise unacceptable under the Acceptable Use Policy set forth in this section.

YOU MAY NOT USE THE SERVICES FOR ILLEGAL PURPOSES OR IN SUPPORT OF ILLEGAL ACTIVITIES. The LAC RESERVES THE RIGHT, AT ITS OPTION AND IN ITS REASONABLE GOOD-FAITH DISCRETION, TO PROVIDE INFORMATION ABOUT YOU OR YOUR ACCOUNT WHEN REQUIRED TO DO SO IN CONNECTION WITH THE INVESTIGATION OR PROSECUTION OF CRIMINAL OR CIVIL MATTERS.

Activities, which are prohibited as potentially illegal, include, but are not limited to:

· Unauthorized copying of copyrighted material including, but not limited to, digitization and/or distribution of the following works in any form: photographs from any copyrighted source (such as newspapers, magazines or books); musical works and recordings; movies and video; or copyrighted software. 

· Exporting software or technical information in violation of U.S. or other applicable export control laws. 

· Posting or emailing of "make-money-fast" schemes, "pyramid" or "chain" letters or other similar scams. 

· Unauthorized or unsolicited advertising, junk or bulk e-mail (also known as "spamming"), any other form of unauthorized solicitation or any form of lottery or gambling. 

· Threatening bodily harm or property damage to individuals or groups. 

· Making fraudulent offers of products or services. 

· Distributing viruses through use of the services. 

· Otherwise trafficking in illegal content. 

· Attempting to access the accounts of others, or attempting to penetrate the security measures of Highland or other entities' systems ("hacking"), whether or not the intrusion results in corruption or loss of data. 

· Harassing others by "mail-bombing", or "news-bombing". "Mail-bombing" constitutes sending more than ten (10) similar mail messages to the same email address. "News bombing" constitutes sending more than 10Mb of data to a newsgroup. 

Even though not necessarily prohibited by law, you may not use the service for or in support of inappropriate purposes, such as: 

· Accessing, storing or transmitting pornographic content. 

· Engaging in activities that are vulgar or profoundly offensive. Profoundly offensive activities include, but are not limited to, posting or transmitting of material in support of racial, religious or other unacceptable bigotry. 

· Revealing your account password to others or allowing use of your account by others (other than authorized users in your household). 

· Use of the same username and password combination for simultaneous login. 

· Forging any message header, in part or whole, of any electronic transmission, originating or passing through the service. 

· Installation of 'auto-responders', 'cancel-bots' or similar automated or manual routines which generate excessive amounts of net traffic, or disrupt newsgroups or email use by others. 

· Employing electronic or mechanical means to avoid disconnection due to inactivity. Such means include, but are not limited to: electronic or mechanical means of pinging the mail server; electronic or software AutoDial features to maintain an active connection; and repetitive checks for email.

THE LAC HAS THE RIGHT TO ENFORCE THIS ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY BY REQUESTING YOU TO LOG OFF OF THE service; TEMPORARILY SUSPENDING YOUR ACCOUNT; OR PERMANENTLY CANCELING YOUR ACCOUNT AND TERMINATING YOUR ACCESS TO THE service.
