Want to become a Lake Area Club Board Member?

Below are some frequently asked questions about how to become a board member and what some of the basic duties are:
· Who can be a Board Member (eligibility)?

· A Lake Area Club Member in good standing for a minimum of one year or at the discretion of the Board

· Actively involved in one of the “12 Step” programs for at least one year, or up to the discretion of the Board.

· 13 board members maximum. The Board shall be comprised of at least ½, plus one member of AA.  All AA members must have at least one year of continuous sobriety from all mind altering substances or up to the discretion of the Board.

· The  annual membership meeting is where Board members are normally elected to office.

· What does a Board Member do? 

· The responsibility of the Board of Directors is to manage the business of the Cooperation, and to manage the cooperate funds according to the laws of the State of Wisconsin, the Articles of the Cooperation of the Lake Area Club, and the LAC by-laws.

· To be present at the Board of Directors Meetings on a regular basis. 

· Board members elect (from a pool within the Board) officers to the executive committee (president, VP, secretary, and treasurer).

· How long am I on the Board?
· The term of office shall be two years.
· No officer may serve more than two consecutive terms in office. No member of the Board of Directors shall serve more than three consecutive terms. Outgoing president may stay on Board for months after his/her term is completed to assist the new President’s transition.
